Enroll the repeater by placing the panel into wireless
enrollment mode and then tampering the repeater.
Alternatively, the repeater can be enrolled using the
HeliLink app or by entering its 8-character serial number
on the interactive service provider's web portal.

Install by mounting the repeater in the desired location
using the mounting screw holes. Then connect the power
supply to the repeater.

Configuration mode is entered by pressing and releasing
the “Configure” button. Configure the Device by setting
both the Panel Select” and the “Sensor Select” knobs
to position 8.

Configuration Mode Tips

e Configuration mode ends automatically when the
cover is closed, or 30 minutes after the last action.

e Configuration mode is locked out 24 hours after
power up.

* To re-enter configure mode, the repeater must be
power cycled by removing both the 12VDV input
power and backup battery for at least 5 seconds.

* When re-entering configuration mode, previously
learned sensors are retained.

*When repeating life safety devices, 2 repeaters MUST be
used in parallel.

Learn Sensors to be repeated by placing the repeater
into configuration mode and tripping the desired
sensors. Cryptix Repeater will only function with Cryptix
sensors. The board will not support any other sensors.

Sensor Learning Tips

* The repeater will beep after learning each new
SEensor.

* Sensors not learned into the repeater will not be
repeated.

Replace the battery by opening the cover, disconnecting
the old battery and installing a new battery.
